1) Age Clarification: Sprout Division: 2 — 12 years old, as of August 1, 2010
13- 21 years old, as of August 1, 2010

When one member of the act is 12 or under that act must appear in the sprout category.
Any 13 or 14 year-old may appear with younger persons in the act, but no one 15 or older
will appear in the Sprout Division and no one 12 or under will appear in the Senior Division.

2) Each act will run no more than 5 minutes. (Set-up time is not included but should be
minimal)

3) Prerecorded instrumental accompaniment music may be used. NO lip-sync or Karaoke will
be allowed.

4) Contestants must provide their own music, CD or tape (be sure it is on the correct song)

5) Decisions of the judges are final — bring your cheering crowd — part of the judging is based
on the audience!!

6) Only 3 microphones will be provided.

7) Contestants must provide a written description of the act with registration.

8) Order of acts will be based on drawing of numbers ahead of time.

9) There is no dressing room available.
